@ a pair of 7.4V Li-PO batteries and charger

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(DTake out the connector from battery pocket in the cuff.

@Connect the glove to the battery.

(3Store the connected battery in the pocket.

(@Keep pressing the button for 2 seconds, and then the red LED
light will be lighting up that indicates the power is on. Once the
power is on, you can choose the level of the heat.

HOW TO TURN POWER ON AND OFF

W You can choose the level of the heat among three steps by pressing the power button.

1) Keep pressing the button for 2 seconds, and then the red LED light will be lighting up
that indicates the power is on.

2) Once the power is on, the temperature is on the high mode. If you keep pressing the button,
it will be switched to medium heat, low heat and back to high mode.

3) To make the power off, keep pressing the power button for about 3 seconds.

Do not dismantle any of the related parts of the gloves including
batteries and charger. Dismantlement may lead severe damage

to the gloves. Note that we don’t guarantee the quality of the product
dismantled by a customer.

Hold the connector with care when you put it in and off.
Especially, the cable of the connector part should be handled
with good care.

We recommend that a customer use the gloves without the batteries

under the wet weather. The batteries and connectors are not waterproof.

Do not wear the gloves when sleeping.

Keep the connector dry.

Keep the children out of the gloves.

Do not bend forcefully or damage the gloves.
If damages are seen in the batteries , stop using them immediately,
do not charge them.

If liquid is seen leaking from the batteries and the liquid touches
your skin, rinse it off with running water for 1-2 minutes, and have it
checked by a doctor.

(DTake out the connector from battery pocket in the cuff.

@Connect the glove and cigar plug.

(After the engine starting up, insert cigar plug into the cigar socket
on the motorcycle.

@Keep pressing the button for 2 seconds, and then the red LED
light will be lighting up that indicates the power is on. Once the
power is on, you can choose the level of the heat.

Do not short-circuit the connectors of batteries.

Do not throw the batteries into fire or heat it up.

M Keep the cables in the jacket and do not get the cables in the way of motorcycle driving. B Pay attention to the battery so it
will not shut off while cigarette socket is connected to the motorcycle battery directly.

m M Put cigarette socket power cable in the jacket and take the connector out of the sleeve holes to connect to the glove
